Application Submission Process

e Supporting Documentation (see Awards Category page)
e Tax-deductible fundraising donation ($50) Make Payable to EduSerc, Inc.

Supporting documentation must not be stapled, hole punched, or double-sided. The whole application must be
bounded by a paper clip or folder.
